In the Drop Off Zone

The procedure for using the Drop Off zone is inthtb safely, efficiently, and expediently dropdgtats off at school and
should not be a stressful one. We know many dsiaege anxious to get to their next destinationgiwen the limited amount
of space in the zone, we all must keep the safatyiochildren at the forefront of our minds. Tiedowing procedure has
proven safe, timely, and efficient. Please folltwg protocol:

Vehicles should pull up to the front of the Dropf @bne (from the corner of Linden and Hawthornéhte end of the
white — lined box).

Parents/caregivers should be able to pull up tdrtr of the zone, remain in their vehicle, andwlthe children to
unbuckle and get out of the vehicle by themselves.

Subsequent vehicles should form a line and contiitkethis protocol.

The line should consist of 6-8 vehicles at any gitrme where dropping off and leaving is a smodimost
synchronized process.

Please Remember:

There is no parking in the Drop Off Zone. If thévdr gets out of the car, even “for a moment” ¢e is parked and
the entire Drop Off Zone procedure does not work.

Children should be able to get unbuckled, out efdhr and shut the door by themselves. If childgamot do these
things, please do not use the Drop Off Zone ardidiparking spot (further down on Hawthorne, ordlitie, or on
Linden on the opposite side of the school).

Drivers should pull away as soon as the car dooloised and the child is safely on the sidewallyoli feel you need
to watch your child enter the school, please dausetthe Drop Off Zone and find a parking spot.

Please do not double park at the drop off lineis filarrows the roadway and impinges upon the safedyr children.
Drivers should enter the line at the end. Pleasedd cut in front, even if one person has leftlthe and the next
person has not pulled away. If you cannot waitffierline to move, then pull further up the stieghe parking
spaces and let your child out.

When parking on the streets surrounding our scfidalvthorne, Linden, and Hillside Avenues) be mithdfuour
neighbor’s driveways and do not block them.

Never park blocking the horseshoe driveway for ithis critical fire safety measure. Please be suoheck that you
are not blocking the entrance or exit of the driggwhen parking on Linden Avenue on the opposie sif the
school. Vehicles are not permitted to enter thrséshoe driveway.

Cross your child at the corner of Linden and HawtkeoAvenues with the crossing guard. There isrnesing guard
at the corner of Washington and Linden Avenues.

CROSSING GUARDS

Crossing guards are provided at heavy intersecfamgour child’s protection. Guards are on dutynfi 7:45 to 8:45 AM,
10:45 AM to 1:00 PM, and from 2:30 to 4:00 PM.

GENERAL EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM

The Glen Ridge Primary School program is compreiiengith an emphasis on basic skills. Readingglege arts, speaking,
listening, mathematics, social studies, sciencesienart, and library are given significant attentthroughout the grades.
Every classroom has two-four multi-media computengch are used for instructional purposes.

Library, health, music, art, and physical educatiom coordinated through special personnel who negetarly with each class
of students and work with the classroom teachers.

Development of a positive self-image is also com®d an important part of the program. Studergsaasisted to achieve a
sense of personal fulfillment through successfabatplishment in school. This sense of fulfillmenturtured by motivation,
citizenship, and the acceptance of responsibility.

The Principal is responsible for all educationahdties. Parents should feel free to call theasdtabout their interests and
concerns.

CLASSROOM VISITATIONS

Our school both welcomes and depends upon parémiteers who come to the building every day. Wesstthat when you
come, sign in at the main office to receive theppradentification badgeUnder no circumstances are parents to go
directly to the classroomfor this creates a disruption in the educatiomatpss and places undue stress upon the teaching
staff. If you need to get a message or a forgatéen to your child, please go to the office anthsone will assist you. If you
need to speak with a teacher, please arrange altyugreed upon time to do so.

Parents are encouraged to visit classes any timiegdine year except the first and last two weeak®sl is in session. Parents
or guardians are requested to make arrangememshgitPrincipal and Teacher prior to the visit.

ALL VISITORS MUST FIRST REPORT TO THE MAIN OFFICE A ND SIGN IN WITH THE SCHOOL
SECRETARY and receive the proper identification badge.

SPECIAL EDUCATION

Public Schools are required to provide a free g@priate education for handicapped children betwbe ages of 3 and 21.
Early intervention programs are available to infdmetween the ages of 0 and 3 years.

Pre-school Disabled Program is available to childvetween the ages of 3 and 5. These servicesailable to all children
who would benefit from special education programd services which may prevent their disabling ctodiand/or
developmental impairment from becoming more detiitig. Parents of youngsters who are demonstrdgnglopmental lags
in one or more areas are strongly encouraged tacotie Director of Student Services regardingises at (973) 429-8305.

Within Linden Avenue School, a Resource Room islabke to students who have been found to be éédilr special
education services through extensive testing byCthitel Study Team. The Resource Room provideviddalized instruction
to students for a maximum of two hours a day. TB4&, primary school teachers, and principal wilhthimue using a pre-
referral intervention committee. The committeasnary purpose will be to expedite assistance tli@n who are
experiencing academic and/or socio-emotional diffies through an informal process. If suggesteategies or intervention
plans do not prove to be of assistance, then therittee may begin initiating a formal referral pess. Written parental
permission to test must be received as part offdhieal referral process.

CHILD STUDY DEPARTMENT

The Child Study Department consists of a suppaff sthose major function is to assist students tinough extensive testing
and evaluation are identified as having learnirgpfgms or other special educational needs. Pasrntission and
involvement is required by law prior to the admieigng of these tests.

The Glen Ridge Child Study Team provides servioeshose children with language and learning digas.

Currently, the Child Study Team consists of a suger, social worker, psychologist, speech andlagg pathologist, and a
learning consultant.

Homework may be introduced in Grades 1 and 2 anddigned if the teachers deem it necessary aptluhehther than as a
daily routine, as punishment, or as busy workwillthave a specific learning objective which igatly understood by the

pupil.

AUTHENTIC PORTFOLIO ASSESSMENT

The Primary Schools implemented Authentic Portfé\sessment in September 2000. A student portfsli@ meaningful

collection of student work that exemplifies thedgnt's interests, attitudes, range of skills andetigpment over a period of
time. It is believed that the use of portfoliosllwnore accurately evaluate the student's individpeogress against
predetermined objectives and at the same timermdtise to the theory of “Multiple Intelligences.”

Portfolios include a series of examples of actahbs| performance that accurately demonstrate stadskills.

The Primary Schools will have three marking periodlovember, March, and June.

HEALTH AND SAFETY

HEALTH SERVICES

All children in Pre-Kindergarten and all new stutieare required to have a physical examinatiorr poigchool entry. In
addition, each child must be immunized accordin§tatte Law. Parents are requested to notify th#theffice when a child
receives a booster injection.

Of equal importance is the reporting to the sclod@ny communicable disease contracted by a clitldase do not send your
child to school with cold symptoms, loose bowefssat stomach, contagious rash, etc.

When a child must be excused from gym, a note pfamation from the parent will suffice, unless the&use is for an extended
length of time. If this is the case, the nurse tmeiseive a note from the doctor stating his/hagdosis and the amount of time
that he/she expects the child to be excused. als@snecessary to have a note from the doctongjivie date that the child is
able to resume normal physical activity.

In line with our focus on health education, we pdevscreening for vision and hearing problems.

We ask that in choosing your child’s clothing feheol you keep his/her comfort and safety foremmostind. Please label
your child’s outerwear.

It is a Board policy thailO medication is to be taken to school except byptment. It must be in the original container and
accompanied by our medication form, signed by bla¢hparent and the doctor. The medication withdie is to be
deposited in the office of the nurse.

FOOD ALLERGIES

There are students at Linden Avenue School lifigkithreatening food allergies to peanuts, eggsaitty, fish, sesame seeds
and tree nuts. If these children arexposed to or ingesthese foods, they are at a very high risk of hguéirsevere allergic
reaction. This reaction is called an anaphylagtaction and is life-threatening.

The risk o f accidental exposure to foods can beaed in the school setting if we all work togetteeminimize these risks

and provide a safe environment to food allergidstus. It is important faall parents to understand that a food allergy student
does not have to ingest a large amount of the foachich they are allergic. Rather, simply touchthe spilled food, or eating
food containing minute amounts of the known allergean endanger a food allergic student.

Studentsare not permitted to share their lunchor snackwith anyone. Students who have peanut butterufocH will be
instructed to wash their hands after eating in otd@emove any traces of peanut oil. If your clgtees home for lunch and has
peanut butter to eat, please make sure that ydldrwhashes his/her hands before returning to schiRednut butter or foods
containing peanuts or nuts are not permitted in theclassroom for snack or special occasions.

Please have a discussion with your child abous#wverity of exposing children with food allergiesthese foods. Finally, if
you arrange a play date for your child, check lith other parent regarding any food or other alstg

EMERGENCY INFORMATION
